as necessary. Also, if numbers allow, there may be the 
opportunity for some under 11’s to stay for the later session.

This will be strictly at the discretion of the coaches. 
 

There will be a charge for these sessions. This is to cover 
costs.

self funding. The cost will be £3 per session (1 ½ hours) per 
child.
